Monday, February 3, 2020. 

In addition, ETFO will be engaging in a one-day withdrawal of instruction and services that will 
impact schools throughout the province on  

Thursday, February 6, 2020. 

This withdrawal is in response to the continued labour negotiations that are occurring between ETFO and 
the Ministry of Education.  ETFO has been engaging in escalating withdrawal of services during the school 
day.  

Classes will be cancelled at Superior-Greenstone District School Board elementary schools on 
Monday, February 3, 2020 and Thursday, February 6, 2020.  There will be no school for students at 
the following schools: Manitouwadge Public School, Margaret Twomey Public School, Terrace Bay 
Public School, Schreiber Public School, George O’Neill Public School, Dorion Public School, 
Beardmore Public School, BA Parker Public School, Nakina Public School, and Marjorie Mills Public 
School. 

High Schools are not affected by this job action, and high school classes will be in full session.  As a result, 
school buses will be running, but there will be no classes for elementary students.  Classes for elementary 
students will resume as normal the day following these identified strike dates.
